Ohio Championships guidebook posted

We have posted on the SkillsUSA Ohio website an electronic copy of the
2010 Ohio Championships Guidebook. This book identifies contest eligibility
and general regulations for Ohio’s Regional and State Competitions.

All professional members whose dues were paid by December 1 will receive a
copy of this book and State DVD.
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Competition Updates

The Regional Registration Form has
been posted and declares the official
contest list for the 2010 Competition
Season.

In order to participate in a Regional
or State competition dues must be
paid and the chapter must declare
their intent to participate by Jan. 8,
2010.

Accuracy on the Regional Intent form
is critical to our planning purposes.
These forms are used to determine
whether a contest needs to be held in
a Region or go straight to State.

State Contest eligibility will be based
on the top 3 schools in the Regional
Competition or those schools that
registered their intent for State Only
Contest.

For example: there are 97 competitors
in Cosmetology, they will compete in a
Regional competition the top 3
winners in the region will advance to
the State Competition.

There are 14 Diesel Programs. Those
14 competitors will go directly to state
provided they registered on the
Regional Intent form.

Demonstration Contests

There are several demonstration
contests available on the Regional
Intent form. Those contests are
scheduled to run if a sufficient
number of schools and technical
committee members are available to
run them.

There may be additional limited
Demonstration Contests available
after the first year.

Criminal Justice/Crime Scene Investigation

We are currently in the process of
updating the Criminal Justice contest
and adding a State-only
Demonstration Contest in Crime
Scene Investigation. I am currently
seeking 6-8 instructors and possibly 1
administrator that would be willing to
serve on an Education advisory team
for this competition area.

This Education Advisory Team will

meet on January 28, at the Ramada
Plaza Hotel. The purpose of the
meeting will be to define the
parameters, tool lists and
specifications for the State Crime
Scene Investigation Contest.

The team will then be asked to work
with our Subject Matter Experts from
industry to implement the
competition. The Team will need to
be available on Friday April 23 to

assist in the setup of the Competition
area and then provide management
assistance to the Judges and collect
feedback from instructors following
the event.
