All videos will be exported using the H.264 codec and submitted
on the team’s flash drive for judging at the end of the
competition.

Points will be deducted for incorrect file type.

Flash drives will NOT be returned.

You may only use one (1) computer for this contest — either
desktop or laptop.

Please note that this is different than Digital Cinema Production,
due to difference in the National Standards for the contests.

You may use one camera for this competition — video, DSLR or
mirrorless. Please note that this is different than Digital Cinema
Production, due to differences in the National Standards for the
contests.

Basic camera mounts/support.

Only tripods/monopods or simple hand-held stabilizers (including
